Review of the English-Language Work – 
the Collection of Rhymes and Poems Who Lives in My 
House by Grade 2-A Student Viktoriia Nasylevska of 
Khrystynivka Lyceum No. 1 (Khrystynivka City, 
Uman District, Cherkasy Region)

The main goal of teaching a foreign language in 
primary school within the framework of the New 
Ukrainian School (NUS) is the development of students’ 
communicative competence. This goal is achieved 
through the formation of linguistic and sociocultural 
experience that corresponds to the age-related 
characteristics of young learners, whose learning is 
largely based on play and gamifi ed activities.

As a member of the Suziria Junior Academy of 
Sciences (English Language Section), Viktoriia 
Nasylevska creates unique characters, each with 
a distinctive appearance, favorite activities, and daily 
routines. All of them “live” in the author’s house as 
described in the book.

The student successfully uses linguistic resources – 
both vocabulary and grammatical structures – in 
accordance with the NUS Primary School Curriculum. 
The poems are a vivid expression of a child’s 
imagination and her boundless fascination with the 
surrounding world. Each line is imbued with sincerity 
and the joy of childhood.

While reading each poem, the reader can feel the 
warmth and authenticity of the young author’s 
emotions as she shares her joy of life. This small book 
opens a world seen through a child’s eyes – a world 
where everything is possible and every moment is 
fi lled with wonder. The author not only writes poems, 
lullabies, and songs, but also creates engaging 
interactive creative tasks, games, and tongue twisters 
for readers.

Viktoriia also illustrates the book herself. The 
young researcher has learned to use digital devices 
and internet resources, applying modern computer 
technologies.

This little book is not just a collection of poems; it 
is a small treasure that reminds us how important it is 
to preserve the uniqueness of childhood. I recommend 
it to everyone who is looking for something magical 
and unusual for young readers.

Viktoriia Nasylevska, a ten-year-old fourth-grade 
student at Lyceum No. 1 in Khrystynivka, Cherkasy 
Region, began composing short English rhymes when 
she was only seven. Once, during an English lesson, 

she said, “I would like to become a Ukrainian poet 
writing in English.”

She enjoys English very much and has many hobbies, 
including drawing, swimming, shopping, nail art, room 
design, and reading stories (one of her favorites being 
“A Strange Egg”). She also likes collecting things, 
traveling, and, of course, creating rhymes.

Vika’s fi rst short poem was about a mouse. She 
wrote it on September 1, 2023, inspired by a toy mouse 
that had been bought for her when she was very little. 
Vika not only writes poems; she also creates games, 
lullabies, tongue twisters, and creative tasks connected 
with her poems.

On September 1, when the children were in the 
fi rst grade, the graduates of Grade 11-B gave them toy 
tigers. This gift inspired Vika to write a poem titled 
“Striped Tiger”.

When Vika was younger, she used to buy miniature 
toys at a gas station and eventually collected a whole 
family of them. Later, when she attended the Junior 
Academy of Sciences (MAN), she brought these toys 
with her and wrote the poem “Funny Family”.

Vika’s classmates know that she has traveled to 
many places around the world. During a trip to 
Finland, she bought a little gnome named Kuzia, who 
became the hero of the poem “Mini Kuzia”.

She also wrote a poem about a little penguin and 
a giraff e titled “Biba and Boba”.

Vika considers herself a real sweet tooth. She has 
a small soft toy cow named Milka. Milka is also the 
name of a famous chocolate brand that Vika likes very 
much.

While visiting a fair in Finland, she bought a hat 
with ears, a keychain with the Ukrainian fl ag, and two 
small panda toys. One of them was a baby panda, 
which inspired her poem “Mini Panda”.

Among her other poems are “Hippo”, about a little 
hippopotamus; “Toothy Beaver”, about a beaver and 
a cloud; and “Octopus Family”. She also wrote 
a poem inspired by a picture of a pink and a purple 
pony.

On Vyshyvanka Day, all the children came to 
school dressed in traditional Ukrainian embroidered 
shirts. Vika wrote a poem about her classmates’ 
vyshyvankas and presented it to them as a gift.

She also has a poem about spring coming to a little 
bear. Written in a diff erent style and without repetition, 
it is titled “Spring with the Bear”.

The talented children of Ukraine are like bright sunflowers in a golden field, 
rooted in resilience, reaching for the sky, and lighting the world with their 
courage and brilliance.
